* ASSOCIATE (Professional): Masters or Doctoral degree in one of the other Behavioral
Sciences

* GRADUATE STUDENT: Currently enrolled at the graduate level in the area of psychology or
other Behavioral Sciences

* UNDERGRADUATE: Currently enrolled at the undergraduate level in the area of psychology
or other Behavioral Sciences

* INSTITUTIONAL: Open to institutions/agencies committed to ABPsi goals and objectives.
*  SUPPORTING: Open to members who wish to make a financial commitment of $250.00
* ADJUNCT: Bachelors degree in psychology and/or one of the other Behavioral Sciences

* AFFILIATE: Not eligible for other membership categories (no voting privileges), but
committed to ABPsi goals and objectives
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LCP P : Licensure, Certification and Proficiency Program [LCPP) represents the ABPsi’s advanced
skill development and training program that assures access to key information designed to enhance an expert
knowledge base of African/African American psycho-cultural, psycho-historical, psycho-social and pertinent
religious/spiritual paradigms vital in establishing relevant mental health methodologies within education, research
and clinical best practice.

The ABPsi Board Certification in
African Centered/Black Psychology (CAC/BP)

Professionals who hold the ABPsi CAC/BP are individuals who have met ABPsi criteria based on demonstrated
skills, knowledge and abilities. Meeting these criteria asserts that ABPsi can reasonably expect the implementation
of culturally appropriate teaching, research clinical practice and assessment when integrating acquired culturally
appropriate African-Centered skills to various areas of psychology. The applicant for CAC/BP is reviewed by a panel
of highly skilled and respected psychologists.

Certificants are to participate in CAC/BP related activities to maintain their certification and to stay current with the
changing dynamics within the communities they serve.

The Purpose of the ABPsi Certification and Proficiency Program (CPP)

* To substantiate The ABPsi as the primary body for shaping the credentials for professionals in psychology
and related fields for the practice, education and theory as used for service in various areas pertaining to
African-American people and people of the African Diaspora;

* To establish the baseline standards and conventional body of knowledge which will define African Centered/
Black Psychology, its evolution, application and international recognition;

* To create a framework for recognizing psychologists, researchers, educators and institutions that meet a
conventional body of knowledge, practice and/or experience that demonstrates The ABPsi standards of
proficiency in African Centered/Black Psychology;

e To establish a measure of proficiency and establish criteria to offer a certification in African Centered/Black
Psychology; and

* To establish a mechanism within The ABPsi for broadening the professional development and community
service for The ABPsi members and other professionals through licensure, proficiency and certification
throughout the profession.

Scope of This Program

The ABPsi, being the principal body consisting of renowned Black psychologists in the USA and beyond, is
responsible for taking the primary role in defining the cultural considerations necessary to properly address the
psychological needs of African Americans and people of the African Diaspora.

Consequently, LCPP will address the needs of the Black community by providing certificants with advanced skill

development designed to increase competency and proficiency in addressing conditions faced by all people of
African descent.
